Shakespeare Graves

Five members of the Shakespeare family are buried in a row in
front of the steps to the high altar, inside the altar rail.

From left to right they are; Anne Shakespeare (ne Hathaway),
William Shakespeare, Thomas Nash (first husband of William’s
grand-daughter Elizabeth), John Hall (son-in-law and town
doctor), Susanna Hall (ne Shakespeare and mother of Elizabeth).

After her husband died, Elizabeth remarried Sir John Barnard, and
left Stratford to live on his large Northamptonshire estate in
Abington. She’s buried in the local Abington village church.

Shakespeare’s parents and the twins Hamnet and Judith were
buried in the churchyard — location unknown.
